 HAZARDOUS WEATHER OUTLOOK 
The impacts from extreme cold temperatures and mainly light snowfall will 
affect the entire state overnight tonight, through tomorrow, and into 
Thursday.  Snowfall will continue to fall tonight across Central Alabama and 
move southeastward.  Temperatures overnight will fall into the single digits 
in the TN valley to the teens across South Alabama.  Wind Chill temperatures 
will range from -10 in the north to the low teens south.  On Wednesday, high 
temperatures will remain below freezing along and north of US 80/I-85, and 
in the low to mid 30s over South Alabama.  Low temperatures Wednesday 
night will be in the teens statewide.  Temperatures are expected to warm 
above freezing statewide by noon Thursday.
